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After nearly a year in the making, 23Hz are now proud to pnally

unveil the prototype of IC1 - The birth of Industrial Cool. The
prst in our line ot Industrial Cool products. Here is a brief project
summary and a glimpse of what you can expect.

Ethnologist Robert Willim came to us with a brilliant idea in the
summer of 2002. He wanted to put romance back into industrial
environments, make them more accessible for a larger audience and
illustrate, in a slightly abstract way, industrial settings and the changes
they are going through. The original idea was to document a nearby
sugar repnery and make a short music video based on the gathered
sonic and visual material.

In parallell to working on this, Robertis ethnology research led
him to a chance meeting with Swedish number one techno
and house authority H-kan Lidbo and assisted by 23Hz and
design team PLOT, the Industrial Cool-team was formed.
Friends and colleagues were contacted and asked to
contribute tracks using, exclusively or in part, the sounds
recorded. Word spread, and soon it seemed like everyone
whois anyone in electronica wanted a piece of the Arl®v
sugar mill.

Sophie Rimheden being a prime example, showing
off her extreme sensibility to warped rhythms and
haunting vocals, Andreas Tilliander, here appearing
under his Lowfour moniker, needs no further
introduction. Neither does H-kan Lidbo or
Mikael 6Miteko StavOstrand. Tomas Andersson
has been getting a lot of attention in Sweden

during 2003, appearing under his alias Sven
Andersson. Scanner (from the UK) delivers a
damn tunky tune and has received praise from just
about everyone, including Bj°rk and Karl-Heinz
Stockhausen(!). All the way trom Argentina, Sr
Replicante is our evidence that Industrial Cool
is a truly global movement. Pheek and Jay Haze
are from Canada and the US respectively and,
also from the UK, we have the more orthodox
industrial noises of Uniform (also known as
2nd Gen) and Tonne (Paul Farrington, Studio
Tonne). The Germans are represented by Apparat
and Rechenzentrum, two well respected artists
recording for Shitkatapult and Mille Plateaux. In
the end, we had so many tracks we were torced
to let a few stand aside and all of the contributors
were asked to keep their songs as short as possible.
Despite all this, weire still pushing the maximum
playing time allowed on a compact disc.

The video footage shot at Arl°v is now being
edited by Anders Weberg at Recycled Image
Studio, who will be producing a full-length feature
called Sugar added - Further dimensions of Industrial
Cool during the spring ot 2004. A video will be
sent to various television channels in conjunction
with the album release and a non-stop four track
mixed promotional video Is also available trom
23Hz, it you havenit already received it, please
contact the company as instructed below. The
choice of track for the video tor tv has yet to be
decided, although the most probable candidate at
this moment is Sophie Rimheden.
